VIPS Program Makes a Difference! 

 
Thanks to our local Volunteers in Police Services (VIPS) actively patrolling our community 
several vandals have been witnessed in the act by our dedicated volunteers, caught by 
police, and have been made accountable for their offenses.   With vandalism becoming a 
recurrent problem in our community our VIPS volunteers have definitely made a difference!  
One example dates back to this past August during the Muddy Frogwater Festival at Yantis 
Park when VIPS members witnessed vandals in the act at Yantis Park who had also 
vandalized several private properties throughout our community.  Thanks to the dedicated 
volunteerism they were caught by police and will be held accountable for the damage they 
did. 

City workers spend hours upon hours each week keeping your lights on, your neighborhoods 
and recreation facilities clean and safe for you and your families to enjoy along with many 
other services.  When it comes down to it our parks department spends a lot of time 
cleaning up after vandals who have done everything from painting graffiti on facilities, 
breaking fixtures and windows to setting fire to restroom facilities.   

From June 7th to November 3rd of this year, staff has spent over 50 hours cleaning up and 
repairing damage done by vandals in our parks alone!  This does not include the time spent 
by vendors who have had to be called in to unplug clogged drains and repair broken 
windows let alone our emergency service providers and the myriad of reporting they must 
complete for each offense.  Nor does it include costs associated with damage done to 
private residences and businesses in town that must also comply with city code (8-10-7) and 
remove the graffiti “as soon as practicable but in no event shall the graffiti be left longer 
than two (2) business days after notification of the incident”. 

During this timeframe which is equal to 576 hours worked, a single staff member spent an 
hour repairing and cleaning up damage of vandals every 11.52 hours worked in our parks 
alone during this short time.  The expense of materials to repair the damage came to 
$1,266.26.

Smart Grid Demonstration Update 

It’s official!   
 

All pilot test electric and water meters have been installed.   
 

The 90-day pilot project began on October 18
th

.  Water and  
electric meters began reading and sending data over the  
power line communication system when the system was  
activated.   During this time the software and various  
applications will be fully operational.  
 

Fifty electric meters and 650 water meters have been installed.  
Weather permitting, water meter installation will continue through the winter.   
One thousand electric meters have been ordered and are scheduled to arrive in March 2011.

IMPORTANT!  Winter Heating Safety 

Have you checked your smoke detector batteries recently?   
 

Smoke and Carbon monoxide detectors should be checked 
monthly.  Chimneys and flues on fireplaces and woodstoves 
should be cleaned and inspected annually.  Heaters should be 
kept at least three (3) feet away from combustible materials 
and unplugged when not in use or before going to bed to 
name a few fire safety tips. 
 

According to a news release dated June 4, 2010 from the 
Oregon Fire Marshal and a study covering civilian fire 
fatalities in Oregon between 2004 and 2008 the following 
was found: 

Fifty-percent of all fire fatalities during this five-
year period occurred in single- or two-family 
housing, 31% occurred in mobile homes or trailers 
used as residences, and 17% occurred in 
apartments or other multi-family housing.  

The top four causes of fatal fires are smoking 
material, candles, electrical, and combustibles too 
close to a heat source.  

Increase cigarette-caused fire education. Cigarettes 

continue to be the top cause of fire fatalities, 
accounting for 46% of the deaths.
