*Customers are required to unload their own waste as directed by the
site monitor.

*Customers must have utility ticket & current utility bill.

*Event is for city-refuse paying customers ONLY.

*One ticket will be issued per customer.

*No replacement tickets will be issued.

paint, stain, nails, etc. at all)
